· GRE General Text score (no more than 5 years old).

· Resume/CV.

Non-native speakers of English will need to take the TOEFL or IELTS to demonstrate language proficiency.  Institution code is #5816. If you take the TOEFL or IELTS after this date and before the application deadline, you may still be considered for admission based on your unofficial scores. You will need to submit official scores before any official admission to the program can take place. Information about the requirement and the few exceptions to it can be found here.
